Improving Stewardship of the National HIV/AIDS Programs
Tajikistan. CAPACITY jointly with UNAIDS provided technical and
financial support to the NCC Secretariat to conduct roundtables in
Khatlon, Sughd and Gorny Badakhshan on the implementation of
the Three-Ones Principle at the local level. Expanded meetings of
the Oblast Coordination Committees were held in August 2008 with
representatives of local administration, law enforcement bodies, civil
society etc. The issues discussed during the meetings included the
general situation on HIV in the country and by oblast, regulatory
framework of the NCC, M&E and the role of civil society in response
to HIV epidemics.

HIV prevention among vulnerable population

Turkmenistan.

As a follow on to the training provided by CAPACITY in March 2008,
HIV/STI prevention activities are starting in velayats of
Turkmenistan. On 27 August 2008 a roundtable was held in
Dashoguz city with representatives of local administration, health
authorities, police, education, youth and the Women’s Union. As a
result of the roundtable, an action plan was discussed and approved
aimed at prevention of STI/HIV and drug addiction, with participation
of various departments in its implementation. The prevention activity
is anticipated to be conducted at schools, higher educational
institutions as well as state-owned establishments and departments.

Youth of Fergana valley for healthy lifestyle

Uzbekistan.

CAPACITY jointly with the Social Initiative Support Fund provided a
series of events: “We are for a healthy lifestyle; we have no time for
anything else.” The participants of the actions were students of
higher educational institutions, colleges, and non-organized youth of
the Ferghana valley of Uzbekistan. The aim of the actions is to
engage youth in healthy lifestyle and to inform them about HIV and
drug addiction problems. More than 4000 young people participated
in contests, quizzes and interactive peer-to-peer education
sessions.

HIV prevention activities for general population

Uzbekistan.

Health-Il jointly with CAPACITY rendered technical assistance in
educating 150 mahalla leaders of Tashkent and Tashkent oblast on
issues of HIV prevention and HIV-related stigma and discrimination
reduction towards vulnerable populations. Further activities with the
general population will be conducted according to the action plans

on increasing population awareness developed by the trained
Mahalla leaders. The oblast branches of the Institute of Health/MoH
will monitor the implementation of planned activities.

Improving the Quality of HIV/AIDS Services

Tajikistan. CAPACITY provided technical and financial support in
holding two trainings for TB service staff on HIV prevention and the
provision of voluntary counseling and testing (VCT). The goal of the
training was to raise the quality of VCT and awareness of TB
specialists on HIV prevention and management of patients with dual
TB/HIV infection. The training also focused on HIV and TB services
interaction and peculiarities of TB treatment at HIV-infected patients.

Kyrgyzstan. CAPACITY conducted a training on voluntary
counseling and testing for 22 representatives of medical facilities and
NGOs of Osh and Karasoo cities. The goal of the training was to
empower medical and social workers to provide counseling services
while HIV-testing. The training participants learned about objectives

Strengthening the capacity of primary health care (PHC) in HIV
prevention

Uzbekistan.

Health-1l and CAPACITY Projects provided technical assistance in
conducting a series of trainings for 200 head infectionists of oblast,
rayon, and city levels throughout Uzbekistan on HIV prevention
issues. It is anticipated that by the end of 2008 the prepared head
infectionists will educate more than 3000 GPs of primary healthcare
facilities for more effective response to HIV infection in Uzbekistan.

Integration of HIV/AIDS services

Kazakhstan.

CAPACITY is providing technical assistance to Karaganda oblast
Health Department and Oblast AIDS Center to prepare for the pilot
project in Temirtau on integration of ARVT into primary health care.
On August 27-28, CAPACITY supported working meetings jointly
with Temirtau AIDS-service organizations and PHC facilities. During
the meetings, participants - members of the local working group -
discussed aspects of development of the basic approaches to the
complex management of patients on ARV treatment and agreed on
the development of a joint plan of action on integration including a
training program on ARVT for PHC specialists and the development
of an oblast prikaz on integration.
