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CAPACITY and UNODC Regional Office for Central Asia signed an
MOU for conducting a Regional workshop on “Legal and organizational
issues on implementation of Opioid Substitution Therapy (OST) in the
countries of Central Asia and Azerbaijan.” The workshop, held in
Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan, aimed at raising awareness of decision-makers
about OST. A wide range of inter-sectoral partners attended the training,
which focused on improvement of AlDS-related treatment and care for
IDU.

Turkmenistan. Information and Education for Youth.
More than 2200 teenagers from 17 schools of Dashoguz city were
involved in an information and education campaign aimed at HIV/STI

schools and specialized colleges of the city.
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Kyrgyzstan. Capacity building of local AIDS service organizations.
CAPACITY-trained consultants worked with local AIDS service
organizations (ASO) to build capacity on HIV prevention, information
exchange, management tools, development of grant applications, and
strategy development for inclusion in the Global Fund round 9
application. One of the NGOs participating in these capacity building
activities, “Avalon,” has received preliminary approval for funding from
the Soros Foundation and CAAP.

Youth of Uzbekistan is for healthy lifestyle.

Together with the Social Initiative Support Fund, CAPACITY provided
technical assistance for the youth events, “We are for healthy lifestyle;
we have no time for anything else,” in Bukhara, Navoi, Samarkand and
Karshi cities. The participants of the events were non-organized youth
as well as students of institutes of higher education, and colleges.
Volunteers of local NGOs conducted interactive sessions on HIV/STI
and drug use prevention, which is particularly important since this year
has been proclaimed by the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan as
the “Year of Youth.” About 9000 young people from 9 cities of the
country have taken part in these CAPACITY-supported HIV prevention
activities in August and September.

Kazakhstan. Situation analysis of HIV voluntary counseling and
testing in medical and public organizations of Almaty.

In support of the Almaty City AIDS Center, CAPACITY conducted an
assessment of the current situation of HIV voluntary counseling and
testing (VCT) among more than 15 organizations where VCT services
are provided. Organizations included the AIDS Center, policlinics,
maternity hospital, pre-natal clinics, clinical hospitals, TB dispensary,
trust points, and public organizations. = Representatives of these
organizations participated in a survey to identify existing problems
related to VCT provision. Following the survey, CAPACITY conducted
an orientation meeting with all organizations involved and discussed
possible activities to improve VCT services. A report outlining the
assessment findings and recommendations will soon be available.

Kyrgyzstan. CAPACITY supported creation of the Union of PLHIV
CAPACITY supported the initiation of a Union of people living with HIV
(PLHIV). An initial meeting was held among organizations working with
PLHIV and other interested partners. The following issues were reviewed
and discussed: increasing the participation of PLHIV in developing
national policy on HIV; preparing proposals and recommendations for the
package of services for PLHIV drafted by the CAPACITY Project; and the
creation of a single legal Union. By the end of the meeting, the Union of
PLHIV in Kyrgyzstan was established! This is a historical moment for
Kyrgyzstan. The members at the meeting approved the Union’s mission,
goals and objectives, elected the Union Presidium and its Chair, and
developed a draft of the package of services for PLHIV, which will be
finalized and presented at the regional workshop organized by the
CAPACITY Project this autumn.

Uzbekistan. Strengthening the role of civil society in the response to
HIV epidemics

CAPACITY provided technical assistance to the National Association of
NGOs of Uzbekistan (NANNOUz) to conduct monitoring visits to all
oblasts of the Republic. The aim of the activity was to determine the role
of civil society in the implementation of the National Strategic Program for
AIDS at the oblast level. During the NANNOUz meetings, participants
discussed how to strengthen coordination between partners. In addition,
participants also met with PLHIV groups to discuss the possibility of
establishing a national organization of PLHIV.

Uzekistan. Involvement of Mahalla leaders in HIV prevention and
reduction of stigma and discrimination.

Together with the Health-II Project, CAPACITY continued to implement

Additionally, Mahalla leaders improved their
skills to provide onward education among the general population. During
the trainings, Mahalla leaders developed an activity plan to outline their
upcoming work with the general population. Onward education activities
will be monitored by oblast branches of the Institute of Health.

Tajikistan. Integrating HIV services in primary health care.
CAPACITY provided technical assistance to establish a thematic working
group (TWG) on reducing stigma and discrimination among primary
health care (PHC) staff against PLHIV. Participants of the TWG include
representatives from the Department of Family Medicine, Tajik State
Medical University, the Tajik Institute of Post-Diploma Medical Education,
Republican Clinical Training Center for Family Medicine, Department of
Infectious Diseases, and Republican AIDS Center. The TWG has
developed a draft training module for PHC staff. The draft has been sent
to local and international partners for their comments and
recommendations. It will be discussed at a round-table next month.
