3" Regional Partners Forum.

CAPACITY participated in the third Central Asia Partners Forum
initiated by CAAP and UNAIDS which took place in Almaty on
October 21-22, 2008. The Forum was attended by about 150
participants — representatives of Ministries of Health and
Justice, National and non-governmental AIDS-service
organizations, from Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and
Uzbekistan. Among the participants were also regional UN
agencies and international organizations working in the area of
HIV. CAPACITY Deputy Regional Director reported 4" year
achievements and 5" year plans for the Project.

Kyrgyzstan. Website for AIDS-service NGO Coordination
Council

The CAPACITY Project provided technical and financial
assistance to develop a website for the Coordination Council of
AIDS-service NGOs of the Kyrgyz Republic. This activity was
implemented as an effort to strengthen the national network of
NGOs for information exchange and raising the role of
communities in response to HIV epidemics. The goal of the
website is to highlight the activity of the Coordination Council as
well as provide updated information about HIV prevention
activities and ensure effective information exchange between
interested partners. The website (www.aidsngo.org.kg) is
expected to be up in early November.

Turkmenistan. Roundtables for HIV prevention. CAPACITY-
trained national trainers from velayat-level AIDS Centers and
Women’s Union continue implementation of planned activities
aimed at HIV/STI and drug-use prevention among youth. In
October Roundtables were held in Balkanabad and
Turkmenabad with representatives of hakimlik, healthcare,
education, police, youth organization and Women Union. The
participants discussed and approved work plans of activities
aimed at HIV/STI and drug-use prevention.

Turkmenistan. Youth Center refresher training for
volunteers Every Sunday in Ashgabat Youth Center volunteer
trainers attend refresher training to improve facilitation skills.
The training also raises awareness about problems of people
affected by HIV, development of communication skills, and how
to work effectively in groups.

Tajikistan: Technical assistance to local HIV prevention
projects

CAPACITY supported the implementation of a training on
voluntary counseling for HIV testing among outreach workers of
the TUMAR, HIV prevention project in Kurgan-Tube. The
training participants learned about HIV/AIDS, establishing
rapport and effective methods of working with IDUs, as well as
principles of pre-test HIV counseling for this vulnerable group.
The training module was developed by the National AIDS
Prevention Center specialist.

Uzbekistan. Mobilization of traditional communities on TB
prevention

CAPACITY provided technical assistance for a Roundtable
among national and international partners on TB prevention.
During the meeting, partners shared their experience of working

with populations on TB issues, discussed the necessity of
sustainable model development, determined two pilot regions for
TB prevention work in traditional communities, and developed a
joint work plan that was signed by all partners. Following the
roundtable, CAPACITY also supported a series of working group
meetings for the development of a training module for TB
prevention and reduction of stigma and discrimination. The
trainings will be conducted among mahalla leaders.

Strengthening the capacity of primary health care providers
in HIV prevention in Uzbekistan and Tajikistan

Uzbekistan:

CAPACITY provided technical assistance to a national working
group for the development of reference materials for primary
health care (PHC) providers in the area of HIV prevention and
reduction of R
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discrimination
among
vulnerable
populations. A
draft manual is
expected to be
ready for
review next
month. As was
reported
earlier, a
training module
on HIV prevention was developed and approved for joint
implementation by CAPACITY and “Health-I” Project among
PHC providers. The module was successfully tested during the
training of trainers (ToT) for this activity.

Tajikistan:

CAPACITY and the Tajikistan Ministry of Health organized a
roundtable to discuss a draft training module for PHC specialists
on HIV prevention and reduction of HIV-related stigma and
discrimination towards vulnerable populations. This training
