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Regional. Organizations working with PLHIV to discuss
modern approaches to care and treatment services

On 10-13 November CAPACITY conducted the first Regional
training for organizations providing services to PLHIV. Twenty six
representatives  from  Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan,
Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan shared experience of working on
programs aimed at providing treatment and support to PLHIV and
discussed collaboration with public organizations. The key result of
the training was development by the participants of a
comprehensive package of services for PLHIV and draft plans by
each organization for introducing these services. CAPACITY will
continue providing technical assistance to organizations that
implement the comprehensive package of services for PLHIV.

Strengthening the capacity of HIV-service
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Kazakhstan. 5" Forum of AIDS-Service NGOs.

The 5" Forum of AIDS-Service NGOs took place on 24-25
November in Shymkent with participation of 53 NGOs as well as
government and international organizations working in the area of
HIV. As a result of the Forum, a resolution was adopted which
outlines key directions of cooperation of NGO sector with national
and international stakeholders. CAPACITY provided financial
support to representatives of 10 NGOs who attended the Forum.

Uzbekistan.  Collaboration of partners in  effective
implementation of TUMAR project. Within the framework of
TUMAR Project implementation CAPACITY provided technical
assistance to Samarkand Oblast AIDS Center in organization and
conducting of a 2-day training for 30 assistants and outreach workers
of 6 Trust Points (TP) in Urgut. The goal of the training was to enrich
theoretical knowledge and improve practical skills of the participants
based on the best practices of conducting outreach activities by
partner organization - Samarkand branch of Uzbek Association on
Reproductive Health (UARH). The training allowed the participants to
discuss in detail the effective techniques of working with vulnerable
populations and gain practical experience together with UARH
outreach workers.

Uzbekistan. Mobilization of traditional communicates in
response to HIV

CAPACITY jointly with Health-2 Project conducted the last in the
series of training for makhalla leaders on HIV prevention and
reduction of stigma and discrimination towards vulnerable population.
This time in Termez 25 makhalla leaders were trained to implement
further activities within the community.

Uzbekistan. Strengthening the capacity of local communities in
response to TB prevalence

In November 2008 CAPACITY supported a series of Working Group
meetings on development of the training module “TB prevention and
reduction of stigma and discrimination” for mahalla leaders. During
the meetings participants discussed the module content prepared by
the WG members and the questionnaire aimed to determine the level
of population awareness on TB issues.

Kazakhstan. Integrating AIDS treatment with primary health
care. CAPACITY supported a training on “Multi-disciplinary
approach to ARVT in people living with HIV (PLHIV)” which took
place in Temirtau on 6-7 November. The training focused on basic
ARVT issues and (

Tajikistan. Dissemination of results of functional analysis of
HIV/AIDS services in the healthcare system. On 5 November,
CAPACITY jointly with the NCC Secretariat conducted a second
meeting on functional analysis and overview of HIV/AIDS activity in
the healthcare system. This event was organized with the purpose to
improve resource use and provision of better quality and efficient
HIV/AIDS services through their integration into primary healthcare
system. The meeting participants who were leading specialists from
various ministries and departments reviewed the results of the
functional analysis and provided additional information on interaction
of adjacent services on HIV issues. Following this meeting a final
report and recommendations on improving the quality of HIV/AIDS
services will be prepared.
