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Regional
The TUMAR project extended through June, 2009.

S CAPACITY helped
to organize and
facilitate a regional
meeting in Almaty
for TUMAR
specialists  working
at all 7 model sites
in 4 countries of
Central Asia. The
main aim of the
meeting was to
share  preliminary
results of the project
and to discuss work
plans designed for
the extended period of time. On the second day, TUMAR specialists
participated at the training on NGO development. It was expected that
as a result of the training, TUMAR specialists would increase their
knowledge and receive practical advice about how to enhance the
capacity of their AIDS-service organizations.

Regional

Improving the quality of HIV/AIDS-services.

On February 26, 2009, the Central Asia PLHIV NGO’s work meeting
was conducted in Almaty. It is the first preliminary meeting discussing
the creation of the Regional Central Asia PLHIV network across the
Central Asia Region (CAR) which was initiated by the Kazakh PLHIV
Association. It is expected that the PLHIV network for CAR will be
providing technical support in the development of services necessary for
PLHIV, their families and communities. CAPACITY will be providing
technical assistance for the implementation of an assessment of PLHIV
needs in Central Asia.

Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan

Improving the quality of HIV/AIDS-services.

The CAPACITY Project supported the participation of 2 specialists, the
Head of the Department of Infectious Diseases of the Kyrgyz State
Medical Academy, Professor Kutmanova A. and of the Head of
Treatment Department of the Kazakh National AIDS Center, Dr.
Ahmetgalieva S., at the international seminar on Anti-retroviral and
Related Drug Management in Low Resource Settings, which took place
in Jaipur, India, from 25 to 31 January 2009. The key purpose of the
training was to acquaint the participants with the methods of effective
organization of ARV therapy and to develop recommendations towards
the improvement of the quality of HIV/AIDS related services and
enhancement of the accessibility to ARVT. As a follow-up step, it is
planned to conduct dissemination workshops in Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan in March 2009, where Dr. Ahmetgalieva and Dr. Kutmanova
will share the knowledge they gained during the workshop in India.

Kazakhstan

Improving the quality of HIV/AIDS-services.

On February 4-6, 2009, the CAPACITY Project has made a monitoring
visit to the pilot project on integration of ARVT into Primary Health Care
(PHC) in Temirtau, which was launched on December 1, 2008. During
this visit, the monitoring team visited the Temirtau City AIDS Center, the
policlinic #2, the NGO “Shapagat”, the Karaganda Oblast AIDS Center
and updated the Oblast Healthcare Department about implementation of
the pilot project. During the meetings, the team discussed the
implementation of activities to provide health care and support to PLHIV,
activities of the Technical Working Group on integration of ARVT into
PHC, provision of ARV medicines to the policlinic, maintenance of the
ARVT patient database and key monitoring indicators of the pilot project.
CAPACITY provided policlinic, AIDS Centers and NGOs with three

types of brochures “ARV adherence,” “Life with HIV,” “Life goes on even
if...” and leaflets. In turn, facilities involved in the project provided
reports on integration of ARVT into PHC.

Tajikistan

Improving the quality of HIV/AIDS services.

On February 5-7, 2009, CAPACITY organized and conducted a training
for trainers (TOT) on “HIV/AIDS: epidemiology, clinic, prevention, and
stigma and discrimination reduction”. The training was based on the
manual, «Prevention of HIV infection, stigma and discrimination reduction
towards vulnerable groups» developed by the Technical Working Group
within the Ministry _

of Health of the
Republic of
Tajikistan for
primary health care
specialists. Trained
specialists will use
the manual for
providing trainings
to family doctors
and other
specialists of the
primary health care
system. Kevin
Dean, USAID
Deputy Director in
Tajikistan, in his opening speech at the training, emphasized the
importance of integration of services on prevention, treatment and care of
HIV into the primary health care system.

Improving resource use through integration of HIV/AIDS
services.

On February 24, 2009, CAPACITY provided technical support for the
implementation of a meeting about the role of NGOs in the management
of patients with dual HIV/TB infections. The meeting was attended by
