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Kazakhstan.

Improving the quality of HIV/AIDS-services.

On March 16-20, 2009, the CAPACITY Project conducted a
quantitative assessment of Antiretroviral Therapy (ARVT)
uptakes and adherence to ARVT in two cities of Kazakhstan —
Almaty and Temirtau. This research is the second stage and
continuation of the qualitative study started in Temirtau in May
2007. The purpose of the study is to quantify the rates of ARVT
uptakes and adherence to ARVT, clinic appointments, and ARV
medicines, as administered in these two AIDS centers. The
study was done through the process of reviewing multiple clinic
records on patients who are on ARVT. It is expected that the
study will clarify the current situation regarding overall ARVT
uptakes and adherence to treatment, as well as clinic
appointments related to ARVT. It is also expected that more will
be learned about existing barriers to ARVT adherence. The
knowledge obtained from this study, along with experience
gained in other countries, will provide the basis for
recommendations of specific changes within the health system
to improving ARVT uptakes and adherence to ARVT, and to
improving other HIV/AIDS services.

Kyrgyzstan
Improving resource use through integration of HIV/AIDS

On March 27,
2009, CAPACITY
provided
organizational
and financial
support to the
Ministry of Justice
of the Kyrgyz
Republic in
conducting a
round-table
meeting devoted
to the discussion
of the Pilot
Programme on the Substitution Therapy with Methadone
(PSTM) in penitentiary institutions of the Kyrgyz Republic, and
to the interaction of various institutions in reforming the penal-
executive system. The meeting brought together representatives
of the Administration of the Prime Minster of the Kyrgyz
Republic, state agencies, international and non-government
organizations. During the course of the meeting, participants
reviewed the results of the PSTM pilot project in the penitentiary
system of the Kyrgyz Republic, and discussed issues related to
restructuring the Intersectoral Coordination Committee (ICC) on
health protection and social maintenance in the penal-executive
system.

Improving the quality of HIV/AIDS-services.

On March 31, 2009, the CAPACITY Project conducted a round-
table meeting on ARVT. During the meeting, CAPACITY
presented the findings of the ARVT adherence study conducted
by CAPACITY in 2007-2009 in Temirtau, Kazakhstan. The
participants reviewed the international standards and
experience on ARVT management and discussed
achievements, problems, and obstacles in providing ARVT in
Kyrgyzstan. Representatives of the Secretariat of CMCC on
Socially Significant and Particularly Dangerous Diseases under

the Government of Kyrgyzstan, AIDS-centers, the Global Fund,
USAID, WHO and of a number of non-government organizations
took part in the meeting.

Tajikistan
Improving resource use through integration of HIV/AIDS
services.

The CAPACITY
project, jointly with

the National
Association of
Family Doctors of
Tajikistan,
organized and
conducted
trainings for family
doctors on
“HIV/AIDS:
epidemiology,
clinic, prevention,

and stigma & discrimination reduction.” The trainings were
carried out in Gissar on March 27-28 and in Rudaki district on
March 30-31, 2009. Both trainings were based on the manual
“Prevention of HIV infection, stigma and discrimination reduction
towards vulnerable groups” developed with the CAPACITY
support for PHC specialists. The manual was approved by the
Ministry of Health of the Republic of Tajikistan. This activity is the
first step towards introducing the manual into curricula of
trainings for family doctors on HIV/AIDS and stigma &
discrimination related to HIV/AIDS.

Turkmenistan.

A number of trainings on journalism were conducted at the
Youth Center in Ashgabad.

During March 2009, a number of trainings on journalism were
conducted at the Youth Center in Ashgabad. The trainings were
organized on a weekly basis - every Sunday - throughout the
month. At these trainings, volunteers and customers of the Youth
Center advanced their knowledge and communication skills, as
well as practical skills regarding team building. The involvement
of youth, as “journalists” conducting individual and group media
reports, as well as acting in role-model trainings, helped
participants to understand new information and gain the practical
skills necessary for professional development. The knowledge
and skills obtained in the seminars will help youth leaders in their
work on HIV/AIDS and drugs prevention among youths.

HIV prevention among IDUs. The Ministry of Health and
Medical Industry of Turkeminstan approved the opening of a
Drop-in-center for HIV prevention among drug users in Ashgabat.
CAPACITY will work closely with UNODC to open the center in
April and begin implementing activities that will allow IDUs to
receive information about HIV, medical counseling and social
support.
