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Educating and empowering vulnerable populations.
On April 13-16 2009,
4-day training for
outreach workers was
organized in Almaty
for those working
within  the TUMAR
project. 30 outreach
workers, coming from
all 7 TUMAR sites of

Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan
and Uzbekistan,

participated in the
training. Participants obtained knowledge and skills necessary
for conducting effective outreach work and received newly
developed guidelines for outreach workers. The guidelines will
be used by outreach workers who work with injecting drug users
and sex workers for conducting effective educational mini-
sessions. The guidelines are available for other projects that
conduct outreach work among these vulnerable populations.

Supporting the Central Asia Network of PLHIV to
improve the quality of HIV and AIDS-services.
CAPACITY is supporting the development of a Central Asia,
regional network of PLHIV, which will, among other things,
advocate for and promote improved quality of HIV and AIDS
services. A CAPACITY consultant is leading a needs
assessment among PLHIV in Central Asia. The consultant is
training representatives from AIDS Service Organizations in
each of four Central Asian countries on the necessary skills for
conducting the assessment. The trainings are followed by the
assessment in multiple sites in each country. It is expected that
the assessment will result in a series of recommendations of
activities for the regional PLHIV network to work toward
improving service quality.

Kazakhstan

Deputy Chief of the Mission, US Embassy of
Kazakhstan, visited the Almaty AIDS center.

The Deputy Chief of
the Mission of the
US embassy in
Kazakhstan, Mr.
Kevin C. Milas,
accompanied by
representatives  of
USAID visited the
Almaty AIDS
Center. During the
visit Mr. Milas had a
meeting with the Center's Head Doctor and the staff during
which Mr. Milas was briefed about the work of the Center’s
different departments. Mr. Milas also has been updated about
the implementation and results of the pilot project on interaction
of AIDS and TB services in Almaty. Mr. Kevin C.Milas thanked
the staff for their dedication and contribution to the work devoted
to the fight against the HIV epidemics in Kazakhstan.

Improving the quality of counseling for VCT services.
April 21-24, 2009 a training for specialists from different Almaty
medical institutions on counseling before and after HIV testing
was conducted at the Almaty AIDS center. The training was
organized jointly by CAPACITY, the International NGO “AIDS
Foundation East West” and the HIV department of Almaty State
Institute of Doctor's Postdiploma Education with the support of
the Almaty City Health Department. The main aim of the training
was to give necessary theoretical knowledge on HIV testing and
counseling for those specialists rendering HIV/AIDS services in
Almaty and to train them on practical skills necessary for
conducting counseling before and after HIV testing.

Tajikistan

Training for AIDS servicing NGOs and PLHIV

CAPACITY jointly with UNAIDS and CARHAP organized and
conducted a training for representatives of AIDS-service NGOs,
and among activist PLHIV on the “Psychological aspects of
activities of NGO specialists in the context of HIV and
counteraction to stigmatization and discrimination of vulnerable
groups.” The training was conducted to increase capacity of
vulnerable groups and civil society to fight against HIV/AIDS. The
participants included representatives from all regions of the
country.

Turkmenistan.

Training of trainers was organized in Ashgabad.

On April 3-6 2009, a Training of Trainers (ToT) on HIV prevention
among youth was organized in Ashgabad. The main goal of the
training was to prepare a team of new volunteers for working with
youth on HIV and drug use prevention. During the training, which
was taught by the volunteers of the Youth Center of Ashgabad,
16 new volunteers were prepared. The newly trained volunteers
will join the existing team of the Youth Center and all together
they will be conducting prevention activities among youth.

The Youth Center in Dashoguz recieves 100 visitors
every day.

Since the opening of the Youth Center in Dashoguz, youths aged
15-25 have been actively participating in HIV prevention
activities. Over 100 young people interested to learn more about
healthy life skills are V|S|t|ng the Youth Center in Dashoguz every
day. Thus, on April 18" the Youth Union along with the trainers
of the Youth Center of Dashoguz, organized a sports contest
among students. CAPACITY supported trainers of the Youth
Center in their HIV prevention work during this sports event. The
discussion about HIV/AIDS and drugs was |n|t|ated by tralners

Participants also
