Improving the quality of HIV/AIDS services.

On June 2-5, 2009, a training on counseling before and after
HIV testing was conducted at the Almaty AIDS Center for
specialists from different Almaty medical institutions. The
training was organized jointly by CAPACITY, the International
NGO “AIDS Foundation East West” and the HIV department of
the Almaty State Institute of Doctor's Post-diploma Education
with the support of the Almaty City Health Department. The
main aim of the training was to give necessary theoretical
knowledge on HIV testing and counseling for those specialists
rendering HIV/AIDS services in Almaty and to train them on
practical skills necessary for conducting counseling before and
after HIV testing.

On June 11-14, 2009 CAPACITY conducted a workshop on
“Institutional
development of non-
governmental
organizations working
in the field of care and
support of PLHIV.” The

workshop was
organized for
representatives of

organizations
rendering services for
PLHIV and aimed at
strengthening institutional development of organizations working
with PLHIV, as well as at improving services provided for
PLHIV. During the workshop, 20 representatives from non-
governmental organizations of the South Kazakhstan oblast
acquired necessary knowledge and skills on capacity
development and on management of programs for accompanied
referral, care and support of PLHIV.

Round tables and
discussions were also organized on prevention of drug addiction
along with various sports and informational activities aimed to
increase awareness of the population on the hazards of drugs.

workshop for the Drop-
In Center specialists
was held on increasing
the level of knowledge
and skills necessary to
conduct HIV and STI
prevention activities among vulnerable groups. The workshop
was led by an international consultant of the Consulting and
Diagnostic Center “Hope”, from Kostanay, the Republic of
Kazakhstan. The participants of the workshop were specialists
and volunteers of the Drop-In Center of HIV prevention for
injecting drug users (IDUs). The workshop sessions covered the
major issues such as HIV epidemic, principles of HIV prevention
among IDUs, principles of needs and rights of clients, the
hardships of initiating HIV prevention programs for target groups,
peculiarities of information disseminating, requirements for
conducting outreach work, models and assessment of the
effectiveness of outreach work, etc. Knowledge and skills gained
at the workshop will be used further by the Drop-In Center
specialists and volunteers to conduct HIV prevention work for
IDUs.

A Drop-in Center

for drug  users
opened in
Ashgabad.

On June 23, 2009,
the Ministry of Health
and Medical Industry
jointly with the
CAPACITY  Project
and the United
Nations Office on
Drugs and Crime (UNODC), opened the first Drop-In Center for
HIV prevention among drug abusers in Turkmenistan. The Drop-
In Center is based at Health House No. 4 and is an integral part
of Ashgabat’s Center for Prevention of Drug Abuse, Alcoholism,
and Mental Disorders. The Drop-In Center will support HIV
prevention by providing medical and social services for drug
users, and conducting educational discussions and consultations.
The center will also offer those counseled the opportunity to take
a shower, wash and iron clothes and other basic services. Drug
users will also be able to receive referrals for medical treatment.
A formal opening ceremony was held with representatives of the
Ministries, authorities, state, international and non-governmental
organizations.
